                      INFORMATION FOR BIDDERS

You should have received your bidder numbers at the back tables.

There are two auction activities going on, a Silent Auction and a Voice Auction. The Voice Auction will be in two sessions with a short break between sessions.  For the Silent Auction, there are sheets for each item on the boards in the back of the room. You can record your bids directly on those sheets. The Silent Auction will be open until its final shutdown after the break between Voice Auction sessions.  Until then you can place bids anytime you want.

Please write legibly and check to make sure you record your correct bidder number on the Silent Auction bid sheets. Folks get upset when they get charged for services they did not bid on. Bring your bidder number with you when you check out at the end of the auction so the data entry folks get the correct bidder number.

If you have questions other than those relating to payments or where you think something did not get recorded correctly, please direct your questions to Pat Rohan or another member of the Services Auction Team and not the folks in back. They have specific duties and most likely will not have answers.

Donors should contact the winning bidders, If the bidders do not hear from the donors within a few weeks, please contact the donor. Donors and bidders will be getting information on their winning bids and contact information.

Some services have specific times or dates established, such as meals. For services without a specified date, all services should be used within one year. After that you are at the mercy of the donor. All winning bids are final and money should be paid the night of the auction or very soon afterwards.

Some services have set bid amounts.

Vacation Homes - Winning bidder must be present at the home. You cannot turn it over to strangers or in particular teenagers.

Bidding on dinners - Where there is not a set bid amount, the price is set by the highest bidder. There will be a limit on how many spots the winning bidder can take. For dinners with six or less spots, the winning bidder can only take two. For dinners with more than six spots, the winning bidder can take up to four spots. If there is more demand than seats available, the highest bidder gets their choice, then we put numbers in a hat and we will draw to see who gets the other seats at the bid amount.

For two selected meals, we will hold out two seats at each and raffle them off as a pair. Raffle tickets are $20 each for the pair. Please do not buy raffle tickets if you have already bid on and won seats.







PAYING FOR YOUR WINNING BIDS

Please pay at the end of the night at the back tables by credit card, debit card, check or cash. If you cannot pay at the end of the night, please get a check to Agatha Clancy with a notation for the Services Auction. Or see Jeannie Chaisson or Karen Bottar on Sunday morning.

If you are bidding for a winning group, please have one person in your group pay and work out payment to each other later. It helps our recordkeeping.

The folks in the back who handle recordkeeping and payments have a very busy job. To make things a little easier on them, there will be no early check-outs. If you need to leave early, please see the payment options above.
